oil for painting and

the plant itself grows
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on soil unfit for other
cultivation and no pains
are required in rearing
the crop as it yields by
being pollarded. Seeds
have been sent to Natal
and India and should
you be able to produce
a fabric of finer and
stronger quality than flax,
there is but little doubt
