They were standing out on the face of the rock
in relief & the teeth of the animal (apparently
a kind of large antelope) were so perfect one
could hardly conceive they were hon stone
The radiated structure of the enamel was quite
& apparent when broken & the little orifice
for the transmission of the nerve & blood vessels
was perfectly patent & even the tartar on
the outside which in ^ herbivorous animals is usually dark
coloured was as natural as in the recent
subjects.
